Problem-Solving – The Quickest Way to Gain Leadership:
How does a Christian solve problems?  There are four imperatives that are critical to successful problem solving. These four will turn your personal problem into God’s project.
1.
A Joyful Attitude – “Count” (James 1:2)

Nehemiah 4:6

· In other words, we all have problems (John 16:33).
2.
An Understanding Mind – “Know” (James 1:3)
· In other words, problems give meaning to life (John 12:24). 
3.
A Surrendered Will – “Let” (James 1:4, 9-12)
· In other words, my problem is not my problem: I am!  (II Cor. 1:4-5)
4.
A Humble Heart – “Ask” (James 1:5-8)
· In other words, turn your problems into projects. (I John 4:4)
