Psalm 139:1-2
Introduction: DESIGN is an acrostic that represents the different ingredients that, once combined, equal you as a problem solver.  God uses your design for helping solve problems (Rom. 5:3-5).
Desire – God-placed inward drives to serve Him (Phil. 2:13; I Tim. 3:1).
Experience – God-selected opportunities to see His hand (Romans 5:3-5).
Spiritual Gifts – God-given gifts to serve the church joyfully (Romans 12:7-9).
Individual Style – God-shaped packaging of ourselves for His creative service (Psalm 139:1-5).
Growth Phase – God-ordered times for spiritual maturity (I John 2:12-14).
Natural Abilities and Talents – God-ordained personal interests to be expanded for His glory (Psalm 139:14-16; I Samuel 16:18).
Conclusion: Add all these components together, and you will find your DESIGN.  These ingredients will help you to find the shape and placement for your personal service for the Lord.  The Comforter was given (John 15) to continually design us into Christ’s image for His glory and our good!
